The first solar panel array on a County-owned bullding fs currently being installed at the New Paltz
Material Storage Facility at the Ulster County Fairgrounds. Hudson Valley Clean Energy, which
employees over 40 green-tech employees In the region, Is carrying out the Installation. The project Is
being completed using American made inverters and solar panels bought through Sunwize Solar, a
Kingston-based solar product distributor. The project is fully funded by the Countys Energy
Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (Federal Recovery Act funds) and NYSERDA's Solar Electric
Incentive Program. This 30.3 kw solar panel installation is expected to generate enough power to
supply more than 75% of the building’s anticipated demand and to save County taxpayers
approximately $4,000 a year in utility bills.
