How to Buy Green EIC Open C' PACE

Join the Effort, Get Involved Albany County is pleased to offer EIC Open C-PACE (Property Assessed Clean Energy). Open
C-PACE is operated by Energy Improvement Corporation (EIC) and provides a low-cost, long-
term alternative to traditional loans to fund clean energy projects in commercially owned
buildings. Eligible projects include: boilers and controls, chillers and controls, insulation and air
sealing, lighting, oil-to-gas conversions, pumps, windows, combined heat & power systems,
solar photovoltaic systems, solar thermal systems, geothermal, wind turbines and battery
storage.

Open C-PACE is not a bank loan and differs from traditional financing options:

e Financingis available for up to 100% of the project cost, or can be combined with other
financing

e Competitive private financing from EIC-approved capital providers

e Customizable loan terms up to the expected life of the improvement

e Repayment is secured through a benefit assessment lien that is subordinate to municipal
taxes

e Financing automatically transfers to a new owner if the property is sold

e Projects must comply with NYS Article 5-L (NY’s PACE law) and NYSERDA's Commercial
PACE Guidance Document

Clean Energy Community Designation

In March of 2017 Albany County demonstrated its commitment to sustainability by becoming
the first municipality in the Capital Region to earn NYSERDA's Clean Energy Community
designation. The Clean Energy Communities initiative supports local governments in
implementing energy efficiency and renewable energy projects in their communities.

Albany County earned this designation by:

e Adopting a benchmarking policy to track and publish energy use for more than 40
County Buildings;

e Undertaking acommunity-based Solarize campaign;

e Establishing an Energize NY Finance Program; and

e |nstalling electric vehicle charging station at the Albany County Airport.

As aresult, the County is eligible for up to $250,000 in state funding for additional clean
energy projects.
